Welcome:  Hi….Welcome to Mrs. Acevedo’s Pre-Calculus class.  I look forward to a great year here at Skyline.  This syllabus is designed to highlight some of the policies and expectations for the upcoming year.  Please take the time to read through this and sign the last page.  If you have any questions or concerns regarding what you read please let me know.  Thanks and welcome to a new year!!

Class Expectations:  RESPECT yourself, others, the teacher and the classroom. If the teacher is talking, or another student is talking then you are expected to be quietly listening. If you choose not to listen you do not have the right to disrupt others learning by talking while someone else is talking. This will not be tolerated. Electronic devices that (even slightly) disrupt the learning environment will be confiscated (this includes cell phones, music players and iPads). 
Required Materials: 

· Graphing Calculator (TI-83+, TI-84 (+) or TI-Nspire). If you haven’t purchased one a TI-Nspire non-CAS version is recommended. 

· Scientific Calculator
· Pencils and erasers.
· The text book will be available for check-out, and I will send you a link to the online book registration process. The website for the book is http://connected.mcgraw-hill.com.  Please note there is also an iPad app for the book. 

· Composition book made out of graphing paper. The school has them for sale at ($1.50). 

Class Website:  The website for this classroom is at _____________________________________________ On this site you can find the day’s assignments, resource pages and any other handouts given in class. I try my best to update the website daily. If you find something is missing from the site please let me know. You will also find a link to HW answers, which is a private page. On this page there is a forum that students can use to post HW questions and comment on other posts. Only members of the site will have access to this page. 
Attendance:  Students are expected to be in class and ready to go at the start.  You have the best chance to learn when you are in class.  Students with consistent absences, even if they are excused, have a tendency to struggle in this course. If you are absent it is your responsibility to check the site to get the handouts and assignment you missed.  Previous handouts will also be available in the classroom.  You are responsible for obtaining any notes that were given, doing any work that you missed and arranging a make-up of a test or quiz if you missed one. 

**If you have an excused absence on the day before a test or quiz you will be expected to take the test/quiz on the assigned day since all assessments will be announced well ahead of time. **
Homework/Notebook/Investigations: All warm-ups, notes, investigations and homework will be done in your composition book and they will be checked daily.  You will have two days to complete homework assignments to allow for questions.  After that, you will lose 10% for every day you are late on that assignment.  Do not allow yourself to fall behind.  Back assignments have a tendency to sneak up on you!
Tests and Quizzes:  All tests will be announced well in advance. Students may use their graphing calculators on most tests, however there will be times when there is a no graphing calculator portion or scientific calculator only portion on the test.  Students will be aware when there is a no calculator portion of a test in advance.  There will be no test retakes during the semester.  
If you are absent on the day of a test and the absence is excused you will need to make it up at the next available test make-up day.  There will be no make-ups of a missed test if the absence is unexcused.  You will receive a zero on the test if the absence is unexcused.

Quizzes are worth 15% of your grade and you will have several of them during the semester.  Quizzes are a good practice for the tests in the unit as they are similar to the questions you will see on the test.  Quizzes will be both announced and unannounced.  If you are absent for an unannounced quiz and the absence is excused; the quiz will be excused and you do not need to make it up.  Unannounced quizzes will be shorter then announced quizzes.  If you are absent for an announced quiz and the absence is excused you can make the quiz up at the next available make up day. There will be no make-ups of a missed quiz if the absence is unexcused.    

Your final is worth 15% of your grade.  The final will cover all topics learned during the semester.  

Extra Credit:  There will be no extra credit opportunities.
Grades:  The grading scale for report cards will be based on the weights below. Grades will be updated on family access frequently (at least once a week). It is your responsibility to check this regularly and contact the teacher with any questions or concerns.
